INTERNET REVIEW QUESTIONS
GOOGLE SEARCH
PURPOSE OF THE EXERCISE: Familiarize yourself with the different     search categories Google has to offer: Web, Images, Maps, News, Video, Groups and more… Each of these options appears on the left side of the Google page. If any of them is not there just click on more and you will find it. Good luck!
1. What is the website of “Communautique”?
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca )

2. What is the weather in Montreal today?

Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca )

Another good website is www.weatheroffice.gc.ca (the official weather site given by the Canadian government)

3. Find information about your favorite singer/artist/song/book

Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca ) and type the name of the singer/artist/song/book using quotation marks. 

Example: if we would search for Angeline Jolie, we would type “Angelina Jolie” (note the quotation marks around the name)

4. Find an image from your country.
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the Images tab is selected
You could also use the direct link: images.google.ca (in this case, there is no need to type “www” before it)

5. Find the address of Communautique
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the Maps tab is selected

You could also use the direct link: maps.google.ca (in this case, there is no need to type “www” before it)

6. Find the directions from your house to “Communautique”.
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the Maps tab is selected

You could also use the direct link: maps.google.ca (in this case, there is no need to type “www” before it)

Once inside Google maps click on “Get directions” and type the addresses of both places 

7. Find the map of your country

Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the Maps tab is selected

You could also use the direct link: maps.google.ca (in this case, there is no need to type “www” before it)

You could see the map from 3 different views (“Map”, “Satellite” or “Terrain”). For fun, try them out!!

8. Find a video from your favorite artist/singer
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the Video tab is selected

You could also use the direct link: video.google.ca (in this case, there is no need to type “www” before it)

Other very popular website for videos is www.youtube.com. Here, you can also upload your own videos if you are a registered youtube member (and the registration is free!!!). Remember that upload means transfer from your own computer to another place on the Internet (your e-mail, website like youtube, etc) 
9. Find a discussion group about a subject which interests you
 Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the Groups tab is selected

You could also use the direct link: groups.google.ca (in this case, there is no need to type “www” before it)

If you know the name of the group already, just type the name in the “Search for a group” area. Otherwise you can browse the already existing groups or even create your own group of discussion and invite other people to join
10. Find the latest news.
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and make sure that the News tab is selected
11. Find Web pages and content in your native language
Note: Use Google Search Engine (www.google.ca) and go to Advanced Search option (just next to the search field) and in Languages – Pages written in select your native language. If your native language is not in the list, don’t worry, it will appear soon because Google is advancing and improving very fast. So, keep checking this option from time to time!!
12. Work with Google in your native language
Note: In Google, go to Preferences option (just next to the search field) and in the “Interface Language” category select your native language. Also, if you did any changes, don’t forget to save your new preferences by clicking on Save Preferences on the bottom right or on the top right of the page.
13. Work with the text translator tool from English to other languages or vice versa.
Note: In Google, go to Language Tools option (just next to the search field) and locate the “Translate Text” field. Type the word you desire to translate and then choose the language in which you want to have the translation (example: from English to French, from Arabic to Spanish,…)
In general it is not a good practice to translate sentences from a language to the other since each language has its unique expressions or word ordering in a phrase. Therefore, just use the tool for word to word translations.
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
